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1. Introduction

National Accounts Statistics are among the priority statistical fields
identified in the Strategy because of the great importance to highlight
GCC states as a unified economic bloc. One of the milestones agreed by
member states is to prepare Gross Domestic Product (GDP) estimates
based on production and expenditure approaches at current and
constant prices, whether in its annual or quarterly period.

In this context, GCC-Stat is organizing this regional workshop, with an
aim to strengthen capacities of staff working in this field in the member
states.
