Introduction

The GCC-STAT is pleased to release the first issue from the "Annual Statistical Yearbook 2014 ", which includes
statistical data on the GCC member countries for the period 2010 - 2014. In order to facilitate at the reader;
executive summaries and time series graphs are added in the different chapters which enables the comparisons

during the given period.

The Yearbook is divided into ten chapters, chapter one presents the position of the GCC countries in compare
to the international economic indicators. The data show that the GCC countries occupy an advanced position
in the global economy, the international trade and the human development indicators. In 2014, the GDP for
GCC countries reached 1.64 trillion dollar, in compare to 1.3 trillion dollar for the international trade for the

same year. Moreover, the data showed the high ranks of the GCC countries in the HDI.

The second chapter presents the population and vital statistics, the data reflect the demographic evolution in
the population of the GCC countries where it reached about 50.3 million individuals in 2014, of which 60.8%,
and 39.2% females. The marriage cases in 2014 reached about 232.6 thousand, while the divorce cases reached

up to 63.7 thousand.

Chapters three and four present education, health, agriculture and livestock statistics. The figures in these chap-
ter reflect the development and progress have been achieved so far by the GCC countries in both education and
health services. For example, the number of students enrolled in public and private education amounted to 8.9
million students, and the number of teachers reached 579 thousand in the scholastic year 2012/ 2013. Whereas,

the number of government and private hospitals reached 681 hospitals in 2013.

Chapter five is devoted to the foreign trade statistics, while chapter six deals with economic and financial sta-
tistics of the GCC. Chapter seven covers energy and water statistics, data reveals that the oil production in the
GCC countries amounted to about 17.2 million barrel\day in 2014. Chapters eight, nine and ten present indus-

try, transport, communications, museums and tourism statistics.

The main data sources of this publication are official statistical authorities in the GCC countries, which, with

thanks, provided the necessary data requested from them.
