States
are obliged to produce official data and statistics to meet its national needs as well as its
international obligations. To produce highly reliable statistics, a number of internationally agreed
norms and standards must be recognized, the most important of which are accuracy, objectivity,
immediacy, accessibility, provision of the used methodologies upon dissemination and other
requirements. Therefore, the production of large amounts of statistics is no longer the primary
criterion for measuring the statistical capabilities of the organization, but rather the adherence to
the aforementioned standards. To meet these requirements, the statistical agency, in particular,
and the national statistical system, in general, must have the competent and qualified resources
required to produce high-quality statistics.

It is the process that aims to develop human resources by providing the necessary knowledge
and skills, developing abilities and skills, and adjusting attitudes and beliefs in order to increase
competency, improve performance, increase productivity and achieve personal and functional
objectives. In other words, it is the set of activities and processes designed to raise and improve
performance levels, through the development of knowledge, skills and attitudes of target
trainees. Through training, staff can acquire information and knowledge required to achieve a
more efficient performance at present and in the future. Structured training is a fruitful
investment in human resources that aims at capacity reinforcement and capacity building in the
modern fields, especially in the world of contemporary information and technology to enable the
employees involved in statistical activities to meet the growing needs for data at the national,
regional and international levels.
