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The energy sector is one of the sectors that play a pivotal role in the economies of energy-producing countries of all kinds
through its contribution to the gross domestic product and the employment of investments in various industries. It also
contributes to the creation of job opportunities, which in turn contribute to the continuation of the wheel of development in
countries, whether in the social, economic or developmental.

This summary includes the most important statistical indicators related to the energy sector in the countries of the
Cooperation Council for the Arab States of the Gulf for the year 2021, by presenting data in the form of graphic and
infographic figures at the level of the Cooperation Council as an economic bloc, as well as distributing them according to
member countries with a comparison of the most prominent energy indicators between the countries of the Council and the
world for the year 2021.

The preparation of this form of data dissemination comes as part of the Center's efforts to keep pace with users' needs for
quick and easy-to-view statistical summaries. The Statistical Center extends its thanks to all the national statistical agencies
in the GCC countries for their effective role in providing the necessary data for the preparation of this summary. The Center
also extends its sincere thanks to the specialists in the Center as they had a distinguished impact in producing this summary

with high quality.
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The statistics contained in this edition are derived from official sources in the GCC countries, where the national statistical
agencies in the GCC countries are the official source of the GCC Statistical Center data, which in turn represents the link
between the GCC Statistical Center and data producers from other entities such as ministries, government agencies, and
others. Some unavailable data were based on data from other international organizations such as the Organization of the
Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC), the Organization of Arab Petroleum Exporting Countries (OAPEC), the Gas
Exporting Countries Forum (GECF), and the International Renewable Energy Agency (IRENA).

Data collection and processing mechanism

Energy data is collected from the national statistical agencies in the Member States through the annual statistical bulletins
that are published on the websites of the Member States. Data published by national ministries and authorities as well as
international organizations is also used. In order to compare the data and verify its accuracy, consistency and quality. The
data is then reviewed, audited, and coordinated according to the publication tables, where some units are converted from
one formula to another, for example: (Crude oil production from a metric ton to 1,000 barrels, natural gas production from one

million cubic feet to one million cubic meters... etc.).
